Uniform Policy

It has been observed that a large number of students are still wearing incorrect items of uniform contrary to uniform policy including alternative
jackets, different shoes, visible bike pants and earrings. It is the responsibility of parents to ensure their child is correctly dressed at all times. Please
note that the sports jacket is only to be worn with the sports uniform and the jumper with the formal uniform. Black lace up shoes with the formal
uniform and white with the sports uniforms. For boys choosing to wear bike pants underwear, if the legs appear out the bottom of the shorts, then
they are not appropriate for school. Earrings should be plain (no stones) silver or gold studs or sleepers.
